Paul went to see them, 3 and 
because he was a tentmaker as they were, he stayed and 
worked with them.

5 When Silas and Timothy came from Macedonia, Paul devoted 
himself exclusively to preaching, testifying to the Jews that 
Jesus was the Messiah. 6 But when they opposed Paul and 
became abusive, he shook out his clothes in protest and said to 
them, “Your blood be on your own heads!
